Those words remind us 
that we are mortal, that we’ve sinned, and that we need the 
saving grace of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. 

 

Throughout Lent, we walk with Jesus toward Good Friday. We 
reflect on His suffering, His sacrifice, and His deep love for us. 
Lent calls us to slow down, to look at our own hearts, and 
know that no matter what, we can come to the Lord for 
forgiveness and strength. For that very reason, this season is 
not a season of anguish, but one of hope.

So, over the next week, I encourage you to worship, listen to, 
and sing hymns and songs of the faith. As brothers and sisters 
in Christ, let us encourage one another along this journey. May 
these weeks be an opportunity to grow deeper in our walk with 
Christ. 

 

May this Lenten season be a time of sincere repentance, 
renewed faith, and assured hope as we walk together toward 
the cross and then beyond to the empty tomb.
